Of course, you can always have a theme and
a couple of subtems. However, be careful that everyone can work together. 2. Play the correct quantity of cards you can play up to four copies of a single card in your deck. But as you should decide between playing two or three copies. Here are some general guidelines that should help you with this. Four copies These cards should be your most
powerful cards, you want to draw every game. You don't mind drawing more than them. They could be cards that you always want to see in the starting hand, like Llanowar Elves or Fervent Champion. On the other hand, these can be pieces of corner of your deck, let's say Skalds showdown or Goldspan dragon. Three copies you want to draw the card
every game, but you don't want to get multiple of them. Think of legendary creatures a € "the first copy is often powerful, but the second is absolutely nothing while the first is still alive. The same applies to Planeswalkers and other legendary permanent. That's why many green bouquets these days Cap Tre Of The Great Henge. Two copies two is the
most mediocre number in the construction of MTG bridges. It is often used for a card that accompanies others. For example, let's say you are playing black bouquet that wants to play 6 copies of Hearthless Act. You are six Do it, then you’ll play four and two copies of another removal spell, such as Blood Thirst. Two copies can also be used when you
are not completely sure which of the similar effects will be the best. Let’s say you want to play four cheap removal spells in your deck. Both Hearthless Act and Bloodchiefa|s Thirst have their advantages in different situations. You can choose to play just two copies of each card. A Copy There are some cards you don’t want to draw until very late in the
game. Heavy Control Deck could play a Dream Trawler to close the game. But you certainly don’t want to draw it in the first corners. If you play a tutor card, like Grim Tutor, you want some silver bullets. These are very good cards in specific situations, for example Naturalize. You want one in your deck, which you can buy with Acquisition when you
need it. 3. Playing Good Cards Well, this is pretty self-explanatory. If every one of your cards is good on its own, your deck can’t be that bad. Building around synergies can be fun, but there are obvious problems with your three weak card combination. Yes, Naru Meha, Master Wizard, Ghitu Journeymage and Illusionist Stratagem can win your game,
but what happens when your opponent has a removal spell or you don’t pull all three? You’'ll probably lose, since you're playing mediocre cards, which don’t do much on their own. 4. DO NOT play Extra Cards Most formats (Commander excluded) allow you to play X or more cards in your deck. But be careful, it’s a trap! You can’t build a deck of cards
that powerful. There are usually some cards that are the best in your deck. So you want to draw them at every game because you’re gonna win with them. Any card you add to your deck after the minimum requirement will decrease your chances of drawing that powerful card. So, if you want to build a better MTG deck, you have to play the minimum
number of cards you are allowed. How many cards are in the MTG deck? Just to remind you, how many cards you should play in each format: Draft: 40 cardsSealed: 40 cardsCasual: 60 cardsStandard: 60 cards + 15 cupboardModern: 60 cards + 15 cupboardCommander: 99 cards + 1 commander As with all other Magic rules, there are some cards
that can somehow break them. For example, if you're playing Battle of Engineers, you’ll want to go beyond the minimum deck size. The same is true if you want to use Yorion, the Nomad of Heaven as your companion. 5. Remember the Mana Curve The mana curve is essentially a curve, which you get when you plot how many cards of a certain mana
cost are in a deck. Let’s take a look at some medium examples. Aggro As we see, there are a lot of one and two drops. After that, there are about three and four drops and the curve ends at five. Therefore, when builds an aggro bridge, you should always pay attention that bridge has a lot of one and two drops. Also, don’t play 6+ 6+ But you might be
able to squeeze a powerful drop of five or two. The mid-range curve of a mid-range turntable is “as expected” heavier in the last game than what we saw before. Important, this doesn’t mean you're playing a ton of four and five cost cards. You need games early enough to control the pressure and keep up with the aggro decks. Control New players
often think of control as a slower deck. Yes, the control deck wins slowly, but that doesn’t mean you play slow cards. As you can see, it’s quite the opposite, as the control panels play a lot of cheap interactions. So don’t build your control bridges without it. Otherwise, you won’t be able to compete with aggressive and mid-range turntables. 6. Have
Great Manabase There are three main things you should get in order: Play enough lands.Play the correct colors of the lands.Consider playing utility lands. Enough lands There’s nothing worse than watching your hand full of spells you can’t cast. Therefore, you should always play enough lands. The amount of land depends on the type of deck you play.
In general, you should follow these numbers for 60-card decks: Aggro A” 22 landsMidrange A” 25 landsCheck A” 27 lands For 100-card Commander decks, it is usually a good idea to start with about 38 lands. You can always adjust that number depending on how many ramp spells you are playing. Correct colors Let’s say you're playing a red-white
deck. You shouldn’t just play 4 dual lands, 10 mountains, 10 plains and get it over with. You should play more Mountains than Plains, if: your cheapest cards are mostly red.Some cards require red doubles, but no card requires white doubles. You may be wondering if there are any exact numbers you can apply. Well, you're in luck. There’s a great
article by Frank Karsten on this subject. Utility Lands Players often complain about how they lost when drawing 5 consecutive lands. That’s why public land is great. These are lands that do something besides producing mana. Some great examples are: 7. Finding New Cards to Create Decks When you’re working on your MTG Building Deck, you
probably won’t remember every existing card. But sometimes you need to know if there is some effect available in your colors. Or if there is another playable drop for your aggro deck. No. immediately. No one builds a perfect bouquet from scratch. You should rather try some changes and experiment with more. However, you shouldn't change
everything at once because in this way you don't know what change is causing a different behavior of your deck. Sometimes it can be difficult to understand what. What. You should do. The number of the collector is not available in the arena, so you'll have to get it from other sites. also, make sure to leave all the initial zeros as asThis
doesn’t like in the import string. Importing a Deck Using the list of Decks above, here is how to import a Deck: 1. Copy the Deck from the Deck to the last card in list 2. In MTG Arena, go to the “Deck” tab and click “IMPORT” at the bottom of screen 3. A pop-up will appear confirming that the deck has been successfully imported from the “OK”
clipboard 4. The deck will appear at the bottom of your decks called “Imported Deco” If you are missing cards, you will see the wildcard logo on the deck image. If you swing the logo, it will tell you how many of each Wildcard you need to finish the deck. The logo will be different depending on your Wildcard situation. If you have enough to finish it, it
will only show the lotus flower. If you don’t have enough Wildcard, the lotus flower will have a yield sign around. If you have enough WildCard to complete the deck, you will see a “Craft To” button at the bottom when the deck is selected. Get Decklists Importing Decks is great, but where can you find them to start? You don’t wanna build them all by
hand, do you? Let’s get to it. Magic eSport When on Magic.gg, open the deck you want to import. At the top of the list, you’ll see a couple of buttons with the Arena logo and one with the MTGO logo. The first button, “Download for Arena”, will download a TXT file with the and the second button, “Copy for Arena”, will copy the map to the clipboard to
paste it into the Arena as usual. Draftsims Arena Tutor Scroll through the Arena Tutor
dashboard and see something you like? Highlight the deck and click the Export button to copy it. That’s very simple! Resolving Import Problems In a perfect world, all imports would go as expected. But, as we all know, the world is far from perfect. So, what happens when an import fails? The simplest solution is to paste the list of decks you are trying
to import into a word processor and check that the formatting and spelling are correct. In addition to that, here are some specific error examples and how to fix them. Card not found These errors occur when the game cannot find a card in your deck. This can mean that the spelling is wrong, that you are trying to extract the paper from a set is not
included, or that the number of collector is incorrect or unformatted formattedIn the event of this error, the Ardenvale tactician is not in spark war, so the set name should be changed or removed the invalid line which happens when something is off on the code. Sometimes it can mean that the line or format is incomplete, sometimes because the code
is incorrect. Either way, check what you’'re copying for mistakes. In this case, enough of the deck list list was not copied so the import was not able to be completed Empty string This error occurs if you click Import with nothing copied. Make sure you copy your bank by pasting it into a word processor first, then try again. Wrapping the import is a
good way to skip a part of the game that can be boring, cumbersome and scrupulous (if you don’t maxochista this way). NetDecking can be your friend in many cases and importing is definitely the way to go instead of building the paper from the paper. I hope you found some use in our time together.
