Freddy and Velma walk over the castle and come across a fireplace with a hot fire burning on it. Above the fireplace is a balcony, where
dracula figure emerges and teasing them before again turn into a bat. The bat descends for them and Velma loses his glasses. Looking for them, Velma crawls in an alech leaving Freddy back to know where she disappeared to. Sausage and Scooby end up in the kitchen castle and look for food. There is no interest, just disgusting snacks like the wings
of canned vampires, lobesomem snacks and fried moonlight. Still hungry, Scooby opens the pantry and looks face to face with the frankenstein monster. The vampire chases Freddy, Daphne and Velma
outside the family crypt, while Shaggy and Scooby stay in and create a trap using a taping. The trap is unsuccessful, and the vampire escapes using the tape. To the concrete crypt. Freddy r Emove concrete cover once again to find a ruby, a diamond and a gold earring inside. Scooby also finds a torn pieces of tapestry that has pane and rubies stitches
it, and Velma realizes that Franken's jocias were stitched inside the tapestry. The tapestry is now gone, but Freddy discovers that the bill was disguised as the vampire due to the gold earring they found. Paying the forte a once as the last visit, they confront it, just for her to run out of the wood wagon with the tapestry. Scooby chases after the fortune
teller just in time for police to reach and arrest him.
