An idiom is a word, group of words or phrase that has a figurative meaning that is not easily deduced from its literal
definition. Often using descriptive imagery, common idioms are words and phrases used in the English language in order to convey a concise idea, and are often spoken or are considered informal or conversational. English idioms can illustrate emotion more quickly than a phrase that has a literal meaning, even when the etymology or origin of the idiomatic expression is lost. An idiom is a metaphorical figure of
speech, and it is understood that it is not a use of literal language. Figures of speech have definitions and connotations that go beyond the literal meaning of the words. Mastery of the turn of phrase of an idiom or other parts of speech is essential for the English learner. Many English as a Second Language students do not understand idiomatic expressions that native speakers understand such as in a blue moon,
spill the beans, let the cat out of the bag, chin up, on the ball, barking up the wrong tree, hit the nail on the head, kick the bucket, under the weather, piece of cake, when pigs fly, and raining cats and dogs, as they attempt to translate them word for word, which yields only the literal meaning. In addition to learning vocabulary and grammar, one must understand the phrasing of the figurative language of idiomatic
phrases in order to know English like a native speaker. We will examine the meaning of the idiom a slap on the wrist, where it may have come from, and some examples of its use in sentences.A slap on the wrist is a minor punishment, a slight reprimand, a mild warning for a transgression. Often, the phrase a slap on the wrist is used when the punishment should have been more extensive for the severity of the crime
or transgression. Usually, someone who gets a slap on the wrist for a crime or for breaking the rules is a person who has power, social standing, or money or his family has power, social standing, or money. The phrase a slap on the wrist functions as a noun. It has been in use since the mid-1700s, but the popularity of the phrase has grown quickly since the mid-1900s.ExamplesLawyer Michelle Acosta told the Texas
Lawyer that lawyer Allan Manka received only a “small slap on the wrist” for the alleged June assault at the courthouse in Floresville. You can say that again.If we look at the meaning of the words by themselves, we are giving someone permission (you can) to repeat what they have just said (say that again).A: It’s hot today.B: You can say that again. Is it a strong punishment? The sentence from our example says only a slap
on the wrist, so this gives us a clue to the meaning. When we use “only” to describe something the feeling is a little of something or not much of something.“I want to buy a new car, but I only have $200.00 in the bank.” I don’t have much money, it is not enough to buy a new car.We can get the feeling that it is a small amount, or not enough.If a child does a bad thing he/she might get a small slap as punishment on
their wrist. This is very mild, not strong at all. From our example sentence again we can see the meaning clearly now. The punishment is not strong enough. a slap on the wrist = punishment that is weak, not strong enough“My brother stole my parent’s car when he was 16 but all he got was a slap on the wrist.“Here’s our example again, let’s add more to the sentence and use some advanced vocabulary - “In
America, people are concerned with gun violence. Many people feel the punishments for crimes using guns are only a slap on the wrist. These weak punishments won’t deter criminals from using guns in the future.”Do you know the meaning of deter?Deter is a verb that means - to make somebody decide not to do something or continue doing something Oxford Advanced Learner’s Dictionary LINK“The high price of

So this is your wrist, it’s a part of your body and a slap is that movement right there, it’s you’re hitting. So, literally you could give someone a slap on the wrist as a punishment, you know, maybe for a child who’s misbehaving in school or something. But as an idiom “A
slap on the wrist” has a different meaning, slightly different, that is. It means that you are giving someone a very light punishment, or a very easy punishment, or a very small punishment, in relation to the crime or in relation to the bad thing that this person did. So, let’s say that for example, somebody robs a bank and they take a million dollars and they are found guilty and the judge only sentences the man to six
months in jail, something like that. That’s a slap on the wrist. It’s a very light punishment. So, he stole a million dollars, he deserves to be in jail longer than just a few months, right? So, people would see that as a slap on the wrist. A slap on the wrist can also be like a warning when you’re not even given any real punishment at all. Let’s say that the principal of a school is caught committing some kind of a crime or
maybe doing something inappropriate with one of the students. So, let’s say that the school board just simply sent a letter to the principal warning him that this behavior is not acceptable but not giving any real punishment or any kind of suspension at all. This would also be a slap on the wrist; because he is not getting punished, he is just being warned. We usually use this idiom with the words “get” or “give.” “Get”
is like to receive. To get a slap on the wrist, to receive a slap on the wrist. Or, “give” to give a slap on the wrist. So, remember, usually a slap on the wrist is seen as a negative thing because people are expecting the person to get a harsher or a stronger punishment. A certain action could be a "slap on the face" or a "slap in the eyes" to me or to someone else, that is, an attack or slur, a censure or reproof, either spoken or written.The
Oxford English Dictionary gives examples from 1736 on. I like this one, by Edmund Burke, from his correspondence of 1791 (publ. 1844) III. 30: You see on what topics they chose to magnify him [Foxe] at York. It is a slap at me."So a slap on the wrist is a reprimand or reproof, but a weak one. From the OED: "1914 Dialect Notes IV. 112 Slap on the wrist, mild rebuke or criticism." Depending on one's point of view, it
can mean a useless attempt to punish or deter, or a welcome absence of more painful punishment.A slap can be literally administered on the wrist, rather than on the face, let alone the eyes, as when you find an offending hand in the cookie jar--although I suppose cookie jars are more of an American phenomenon than English. I don't know if parents still slap their children, but obviously some naughty behaviors are
worse than others, so a literal slap on the wrist is still a feasible way to punish mildly. But it is commonly used today in the figurative sense, ostensibly punishing or reprimanding, but so weakly as to vitiate any sense of forcefulness.SS
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
