Multiply	that	by	one	million	–	last	November	Hocking	entered	the	rooms	of	the	Kindle
Million	Club,	with	more	than	1m	copies	sold	–	and	is	talking	megabucks.	The	speed	of	his	ascent	surprised	Hocking	more	than	anyone	else.	She	was	so	willing	to	receive	her	first	check	from	Amazon	for	$15.75,	which	didn't	cash	in	and	still	stuck	it	on	a	cartel	over	her	desk.	"It	went	from	zero	to	60	nights,"	he	says.	"Everyone	was	buying	my	books	and
it	was	overwhelming.	"In	the	circles	of	internet-savvy	was	welcomed	as	a	figure	of	the	digital	publishing	revolution	that	we	see	blowing	the	world	of	the	traditional	book	–	or	"legacy	publishing"	as	itsthey	call	it	–	and	replace	it	with	the	ebook,	where	direct	contact	between	author	and	reader,	free	from	agent	mediation	andhome,	is	a	few	clicks	away.
There	is	certainly	something	to	this	subject.	the	arrival	of	hocking	on	the	lists	of	kindle	bestsellers	in	just	over	a	year	is	symptomatic	of	a	profound	change	in	the	world	of	the	book	that	happened	contiguously.	its	increase	occurred	just	at	the	time	when	the	auto-publishing	became	poor	second-degree	cousin	of	the	printed	book	in	a	serious	multimillion
dollar	industry.	two	years	ago	self-publishing	was	in	itself	denigrated	as	a	"publishing	of	vanity"	–	the	last	resource	of	without	talent.	Not	anymore.	a	survey	carried	out	last	year	by	the	book	novelr	blog	found	that	of	the	25	best	indie	authors	on	kindle,	only	six	had	previously	enjoyed	press	offerings	with	leading	book	publishers.	with	sales	of	ebooks
reaching	$878m	in	the	United	States	in	2010,	an	increase	almost	four	times	from	the	previous	year,	about	30	authors	have	already	sold	more	than	100,000	copies	through	the	auto-publishing	site	of	kindle.	This	is	the	type	of	statistics	that	made	executive	head	of	penguin,	John	makinson,	recently	say	that	he	saw	"sirty	clouds"	that	gather	in	2012.	but
the	new	stature	of	hocking,	like	the	self-public	avant-garde,	is	not	something	that	welcomes.	"People	built	me	as	a	two-dimensional	icon	for	something	I	wasn't.	Auto-publishing	is	great,	but	I	don't	want	to	be	an	icon	for	it,	or	anything.	I'd	rather	people	talk	about	books	than	how	I	published	them.	"	also	relies	on	how	its	sudden	success	was	interpreted
as	a	sign	that	digital	self-publishing	is	a	new	way	to	get	rich	quickly.	Of	course,	hocking	is	rich,	soon.	But	what	about	nine	years	before	he	started	publishing	his	books	when	he	wrote	17	novels	and	everyone	refused?	and	what	about	the	hours	and	hours	he	spent	since	April	2010	dealing	with	technical	glitch	on	kindle,	creating	his	book	covers,
changing	thecopy,	writing	a	blog,	going	on	Twitter	and	Facebook	to	spread	the	word,	responding	to	email	and	tweet	from	his	army	of	readers?	Only	the	editing	process	alone	hasa	source	of	deep	frustration,	because	even	if	he	employed	his	freelance	editors	and	invited	his	readers	to	warn	her	of	spelling	and	grammar	errors,	he	thinks	that	his	ebooks
are	guessed	of	errors.	"It	made	me	crazy,	because	I	really	tried	to	fix	things	and	I	couldn't.	It's	exhausting	and	hard	to	do.	and	begin	to	wear	you	emotionally.	I	know	it	sounds	weird	and	cool,	but	it's	true.	"	at	the	end,	hocking	became	so	burned	by	the	stress	of	personal	publication	that	he	addressed	for	the	help	to	the	same	world	of	the	traditional
book	that	previously	rejected	it	and	that	it	was	seen	as	an	attacker.	for	$2.1m,	he	signed	with	st	martin's	press	in	the	United	States	and	pan	macmillan	in	the	united	kingdom	to	publish	his	next	tranche	of	books.	the	agreement	begins	this	month	with	a	paperback	version	of	switched.	It's	a	fast	romanticism,	characterized	by	changing	trolls,	called
trylles,	which	went	to	birth	with	human	children.	the	novel	cannot	be	classified	as	literary,	but	then	does	not	claim	to	be	so.	is	characterized	by	precision	in	a	young	audience,	and	is	surprisingly	engaging.	Once	the	trylle	trilogy	is	out,	the	new	series	of	four	hocking	novels,	watersong,	which	turns	around	two	sisters	who	are	captured	with	sirens,	will
be	released	from	August	in	hardback	and	ebook	at	the	same	time.	hocking	editors	on	both	sides	of	the	Atlantic	point	to	the	deal	as	proof	that	traditional	and	personal	digital	publication	can	live	in	harmony.	"There's	a	lot	to	say	that	publishers	have	been	left	out	of	the	cycle,"	says	jeremy	trevathan,	the	science	fiction	editor	of	macmillan.	"but	this	is	an
opportunity	for	writers	and	publishers	to	find	each	other."	or	as	matthew	shear,	editor	of	st	martin's	press,	puts	it:	"It	has	always	been	the	same	since	the	days	when	people	self-published	from	the	back	of	their	car	–	the	cream	will	rise	to	the	top.	"There's	somethingin	all	this:	one	of	the	main	figures	of	the	self-publishing	revolution	is	now	vaunted	by
large	books	houses	inand	New	York	as	proof	that	the	traditional	publication	is	alive	and	kicking.	Hocking	is	very	aware	of	the	paradox,	which	looks	with	an	eye	of	ardent	writer.	"Many	people	say	the	publication	is	dead,"	he	says.	"I	never	did,	and	I	don't	think	it	is.	And	they	want	to	use	me	to	prove	that	it	is	not."	Switched,	the	first	in	Amanda	Hocking's
