Rauschenbusch	echo	Ritschl,	when	he	insists	that	the	power	of	the	Kingdom	of	God	gradually
manifests	itself	and	not	suddenly:	the	fact	is	that	the	experience	of	all	these	centuries	was	a	long	commentary	to	the	coming	of	the	kingdom.	The	prophets	suddenly	waited.	The	coming	of	the	Messiah,	the	judgment,	the	destruction	of	the	wicked,	the	erection	of	the	perfect	kingdom	of	God,	all	that	saw	as	an	event.	Giovanni	Battista	expected	this	way
too.	Christ	stressed	the	graduality	of	it.	It	was	a	growth	as	the	growth	of	a	mustard	plant.	It	was	an	organic	process	as	the	fermentation	of	yeast	(Ibid.,	109).	Rauschenbsuch	often	illustrates	the	kingdom	of	God	in	terms	of	organic	development,	a	concept	that	is	compatible	with	German	liberal	idealism	(a	movement	that	stressed	the	creation	of	ideas
within	historical	processes.).	Furthermore,	he	is	convinced	that	he	enjoys	love	is	mainly	directed	to	the	transformation	of	individual	human	personalities,	a	theme	that	is	very	important	in	American	liberal	theology	at	the	end	of	the	nineteenth	century.	The	more	individuals	have	embraced	and	experienced	the	teachings	of	Jesus,	the	societiest	society
would	improve	for	the	best.	And	yet,	Rauschenbusch	was	not	blind	to	the	human	trend	at	their	own	interest,	which	would	always	be	the	work	against	the	advanced	of	the	Kingdom	of	God.	Ultimately,	Rauschenbusch	offered	little	in	terms	of	concrete	proposals	to	remedy	the	social	ills	that	disturbed	him	deeply.	He	insisted	that	Christians	must	be	ready
to	suffer	for	their	beliefs	and	the	cause	of	social	justice.	Social	change	must	be	realized	by	non-violence.	Rauschenbusch	showed	the	manuscript	of	revolutionary	Christianity	to	some	of	him	friends	who	are	closer	than	him.	The	book	has	not	reached	the	public	domain	only	after	the	death	of	him.	Some	of	the	themes	he	turned	saw	the	light	of	the	day	in
the	book	that	would	have	made	Rauschenbusch	a	family	name	in	America.	Christianity	and	the	social	crisis	Rauschenbusch	began	to	rework	some	of	the	themes	he	had	expressed	in	the	manuscript	wrote	on	the	sabbatical	in	1891	and	added	material	developed	in	the	following	articles	published	during	the	summer	of	1905	and	finished	the	â	€
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
