In	order	to	renew	a	fixed	term	lease,	there	must	be	a	new	agreement	signed	at	the	end	of	the	term.	The	fixed-term	leases	are	typically	for	a	period	of	one	year,	and	the	term	may	be	changed	to	a	monthly	period	after	the	fixed	term	has	been	completed.
