Historical divided islands Other islands have been divided by international borders in the past, but are now unified.definite boundaries of modern nation-states do not apply in other forms of social organization, where “divided” islands
may thus be less noteworthy. For example, in ancient Greece, the island of Euboea was divided between several city states, including Chalcis and Eretria; and before its settlement by Europeans, the island of Tasmania was divided between nine indigenous tribes. The islands in wartime can be divided between an intrusive and defensive power, as with
Crete in 1645-1669 between the Ottoman Empire and the Republic of Venice. Examples of previously divided islands include: Corsica a was divided between the Republic of Pisa and the Republic of Genoa by a judgment of Pope Innocent II in 1132, and remained so until the Battle of Meloria in 1284. Subsequently Corsica became part of Genoa, Aragon,
Genoa, again, of the Corsican Republic, of France, of the Anglo-Corsican Kingdom, and finally of France. Sardinia a was divided into indigenous judicates from 900 until the extinction of the Judicate of Arborea in 1420. Since then Sardina has been part of Aragon, the Spanish Empire, Piedmont-Sardinia, the Kingdom of Italy and the Republic of Italy.
