Mildew, breathing and bleach can damage the fabric, butlt is not made of animal fibers (keratin) is waterproof to clothes
weddings and cockroaches. Linen is relatively easy to cure, since it resists dirt and stains, it has no peel or pilling and can be washed dry clean, washing machine or steamed. It can withstand high temperatures and has only a modest initial narrowing. [45] The linen should not be dried too much with drum drying, and it is much easier to iron when it
is wet. The flax folds very easily, and therefore some more formal garments often require ironing, in order to maintain a perfect fluency. However, the trend to wrinkles is often considered part of the "charm" of the flax, and many modern layers of linen are designed to be dried at the air on a good coat rack and worn without the need to iron. A feature
often associated with linen yarn is the presence of slubs, small fluffy and irregular lumps, which occur randomly along its length. In the past, slubs were traditionally considered defects and were associated with low quality flax. However, in the case of many linen fabrics today, in particular in the decorative furniture industry, slubs are considered part
of the aesthetic charm of an expensive natural product. Furthermore, the slubs do not compromise the integrity of the fabric, so they are not considered a defect. However, the most valuable linen has very consistent diameter threads, without slubs at all. The flax can degrade in a few weeks if buried in the ground. Linen is more biodegradable than
cotton.
