Create a simple questionnaire, based on writing effective article and organization. The heart of any opinion research project is the beginning for the question. Although it is easy to think of interesting issues to ask
people, build a good questionnaire is not easy. The problem is that the answers that people can be influenced unintentionally by the wording of items, the order of the items, the response options provided, and many other factors. In the best hypotheses, these influencies add noise to data. In the worst of hypotheses, they result in systematic deviations
and misleading results. In this section, therefore, we consider some principles for the construct of questioning to minimize these unwanted effects and thus maximize the reliability and validity of respondents ¢ responses. Survey responding as a psychological process before looking at the specific principles of construction survey by questioning, it will
help consider research by responding as a psychological process. A cognitive model Figure 9.1a presents a model of cognitive processes that people get involved in responding to a research item (Sudman, Bradburn, & Schwarz, 1996) .Respondents should interpret the question, recover relevant information from the Memory, form a provisional
judgment, convert the trial attempted into one of the options provided response (for example, a classification on a scale of 1 to 7), and finally edit your response, as needed . But the information you should recover, and how should they go on how to recover this? They can think vaguely about some recent times when they
drank alcohol, they can carefully try to remember and count the number of alcoholic beverages that have consumed last week, or they can recover some existing believers that they have about themselves (by Example, A ¢ I am not much of a drinker ¢). Then they should use these information to reach a preliminary judgment on how many alcoholic
beverages they consume on a typical day. Then they must format this attempt to answer in terms of the response options actually provided. In this case, the options have additional
interpretation problems.
